WHAT’S ON 2022

January 8 – March 20, 2022
Main Galleries: Something to Declare Group Exhibition
Something to Declare is a group exhibition featuring over twenty Latin-American artists from across the eastern United States. The exhibition aims to discuss and analyze some of the conditions and circumstances relevant to the artists’ individual autonomy, what drives them to create, and their desire to proclaim in a collective setting that, “we are here.” This exhibition also explores the concept that ideas, customs, and objects can travel between cultures, and identities are often layered.
Mezzanine Galleries: Be Still: Examining Still Life in the MCMA Permanent Collection
In the Mezzanine Galleries, MCMA presents an exhibition of still life painting, photography, and sculpture in the Permanent Collection. Many pieces on display serve to represent still life artwork in its most traditional form; however, others challenge typical conventions. Each piece is a momentary representation of objects in everyday life, evoking the intimate scenes being frozen in time.


April 9 – June 19, 2022
Main Galleries: Contemporary Landscapes Group Exhibition
The narrative for this group exhibition is centered on the idea of the “contemporary landscape,” with a focus on the shifting, evolving, and even depleting environment around us. The paintings, photographs, textiles, and installations presented all ruminate upon the nuanced ways artists approach the representation of landscapes in this day and age.


Mezzanine Galleries: Miles Davis Solo Exhibition
Atlanta artist Miles Davis explores timeless subjects such as spirituality, science, and politics, continually playing with the intersection of these topics with each other and with our modern western culture. In a style he calls “Pop-Surrealism,” Davis aims to nuance the visual conversation of traditional painting by placing his subjects amongst aesthetics reminiscent of his youth in the 1980s, as well as of the greater societal interest developing in comics, video games, cartooning, and graffiti. 


July 9 – September 4, 2022
All Galleries: Metro Montage XXII Juried Exhibition
Metro Montage is the Marietta Cobb Museum of Art’s annual, nation-wide juried exhibition featuring all types of genre, medium, style, subject matter, concept, and technique in art. Metro Montage XXII will feature, throughout all of the Museum’s galleries, works of fine art by contemporary artists that showcase the diversity and skill within our nation’s culture.


September 24 – December 18, 2022

Surrealism was a cultural movement in the early 20th century known for mixing fantasy and dreams with reality. Surrealist art and literature explored distant, obscured, or tainted realities, endeavoring to reach into and uncover the unconscious parts of the mind. For this group exhibition of six artists, MCMA explores surreal imagery in art, discussing how and why artists continued, even to this day, to create representations of distorted realities that can be bizarrely whimsical, but also eerily bleak.
